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Curriculum Focus

English

This half term we are reading
The Way Home For Wolf by

Rachel Bright. We will be reading
the book together as a class
throughout this half term. We will
be writing our own story based
on the book.

Maths

We will be developing our place
value skills. We will work on our
counting skills and learn how to
write numbers from 0—100.

We will develop our problem solv-
ing and reasoning skills by an-
swering more complex questions.

Science

We are learning about the human
body. We will be focussing on the
skeleton, keeping healthy and the
major organs.

Phonics

We will be reviewing our phase 5
phonics over the next 5 weeks,
then we will be using Little
Wandle’s Bridge to Spelling. We
will also be working on our gram-
mar and punctuation.

Art

Our topic in art this half term is
colour and shape. We will be
building on our knowledge of pri-
mary colours. We will be looking
at the work of the artist Paul Klee
and developing our own pieces of
work based on his artistic style.

Life Skills

We will be learning that families
are composed of different people
who offer us care and support.
We will be learning how other
people show their feelings and
how to respond to them. We will
also look at manners and how to
develop an understanding of self-
respect.

Music

Our music lessons this half term
will focus on call and response.
We will use instruments to repre-
sent animals, copy rhythms and
create call and response
rhythms.

Geography

This half term our topic will be
spatial sense. This will include
looking at maps from the school
and local area, reading Ordnance
Survey maps and planning our
own routes.

Computing

This half term we will be recog-
nising the uses and features of
information technology. We will
have opportunity to use the key-
board and develop our mouse
skills. We will learn how to use a
computer responsibly.
